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1. Submission of articles
Articles must be in English and should be sent by email to jrs@qeh.ox.ac.uk. If this is not possible,
four copies should be sent to the following address:

Authors may not submit articles under consideration for publication elsewhere. The preferred
maximum length is 8000 words. Shorter articles can be considered, particularly for the Field Reports
section of the journal. Authors will normally be notified of the editors’ decision within three to six
months. Manuscripts are not returned.

2. Preparation of manuscripts

Type on one side only in single spacing. Pages must be numbered. Papers are submitted
anonymously to at least two referees, so the author’s name should not appear on the manuscript.
Avoid footnotes. Two levels of subheadings are used, the first in bold and the second in italic.
Subheadings are not numbered or lettered. An abstract of 150 words is required.

3. Dates

Because of the dynamic nature of many refugee situations, authors are requested, when relevant, to
indicate clearly in the text when fieldwork for the paper was carried out. At the end of the
manuscript, note the approximate dates when the paper was written.

4. Tables and Figures

These should be comprehensible without reference to the text. They should be submitted as separate
electronic files, one for tables and one for figures, with the desired position of each table and figure
indicated in the text. For the style of tables and figures, see papers in this issue. A resolution of
600dpi is necessary for electronic versions of figures. If submitted in manuscript form, tables and
figures should be on separate pages from the main text and figures should be in a form suitable for
scanning, e.g. a high quality laser printout or a black ink drawing.

5. References

The Harvard system is used (see papers in this issue). All references must be listed alphabetically at
the end of the paper.

Please note: A great deal of editorial time is spent correcting the list of references when this is not
prepared in the style of the Journal. The correct format is: Author’s name (in capitals), initials, date
in brackets, title, place, publisher. Please ensure that all citations in the text appear in the list of
references and vice versa.

6. Quotations
Use single quotation marks in the text. Indent quotations longer than two lines.

7. Proofs
When a final version has been accepted for publication, authors will receive proofs for correction of
typographic errors. No changes to content are permitted at this stage.

8. Copyright

Articles submitted are expected to contain original work and to be previously unpublished. It is a
condition of publication in the Journal that authors assign an exclusive licence to Oxford University
Press. This ensures that requests from third parties to reproduce articles are handled efficiently and
consistently and will also allow the article to be as widely disseminated as possible. In assigning an
exclusive licence, authors may use their own material in publications provided that the Journal is
acknowledged as the original place of publication, and Oxford University Press is acknowledged as
the Publisher.

9. Offprints

Contributors of articles receive 25 gratis offprints of their contribution together with free url access
to their paper. Authors will have the option to buy further offprints at reasonable prices. An order
form and scale of charges will be sent with each proof. Orders from the UK will be subject to a
17.5% VAT charge. For orders from elsewhere in the EU you or your institution should account for
VAT by way of a reverse charge. Please provide us with your or your institution’s VAT number.
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
